Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ) Program
With passage of the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990, the U.S. Congress made great strides in America's efforts to attain the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS).  Part of this approach was the newly authorized Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ) Program. The CMAQ program was implemented to support surface transportation projects and other related efforts that contribute air quality improvements and provide congestion relief.
The Fixing America's Surface Transportation Act or FAST Act has continued the CMAQ program to provide a flexible funding source to State and local governments for transportation projects and programs to help meet the requirements of the Clean Air Act. Funding is available to reduce congestion and improve air quality for areas that do not meet the National Ambient Air Quality Standards for ozone, carbon monoxide, or particulate matter (nonattainment areas) and for former nonattainment areas that are now in compliance (maintenance areas).
