MINE SHAFT MARKERS
SCOPE
This item covers the furnishing and installing of mine shaft markers at vertical shaft locations as shown on the Drawings.

MATERIAL


Brass Markers:  Markers shall consist of solid brass disks of the type normally used for permanent survey markers.  Each brass marker shall be equipped with an anchor to prevent its being pulled out from concrete embedment.  Brass markers shall be clearly stamped with the information shown on the Drawings.



Pipe:  Standard weight galvanized steel pipe shall be used to mount the brass markers above the surrounding final grade.



Concrete:  Class A4 concrete or any commercially available pre‑ proportioned and bagged dry concrete mix may be used for concrete backfill in and around pipes.

PROCEDURE


Offset Stakes:  Prior to backfilling shafts, the Contractor shall set sufficient offset stakes as required to allow proper positioning of the mine shaft markers after backfilling is completed.


Setting Markers:  Pipes shall be anchored in 3 foot deep concrete‑ filled holes.  All pipes shall be completely filled with concrete, and the brass markers shall be embedded flush with the top of the pipes.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  MINE SHAFT MARKERS will be measured individually for payment.



Payment:  Payment for MINE SHAFT MARKERS will be the product of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the Actual Quantity installed.  Payment as specified shall be full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals required to perform the work as specified.
