ROAD BORING
SCOPE

This item shall consist of boring a steel encasement under a roadway as shown on the Drawings.

MATERIAL
Encasement pipe shall be smooth-wall steel pipe as specified in Section 232 of the VDOT Road and Bridge Specifications.  The pipe shall be 12 ¾ inch diameter and 0.250 inch wall thickness.

PROCEDURE
Work performed under this item shall comply with Section 302 of the VDOT Road and Bridge Specifications.


The Contractor shall submit to the Agency a plan for conducting the boring.  The submission shall include complete details of sheeting, shoring and bracing for protecting the roadway.  The Contractor shall not proceed with this item until the plan has been reviewed and approved by the Agency.

When work is stopped, the heading shall be bulkheaded.

Construction shall be performed in such a manner that the ground surface above the pipe line will not settle.  Installation of the pipe shall immediately follow heading or tunneling excavation.  Voids occurring behind the pipe during installation shall be filled with hydraulic cement grout, placed under pressure, upon completion of the jacking operation.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


 Measurement:  The measurement for ROAD BORING shall be in Lineal Feet, measured to the nearest 1/10 of a foot, along the centerline of the pipe as installed and accepted by the Agency.


Payment:  Payment for ROAD BORING will be made for the actual quantity of pipe installed and accepted by the Agency, multiplied by the Unit Cost listed in the Bid Schedule for this item.  Payment shall be full compensation for all materials, equipment, labor and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
