SITE PREPARATION
SCOPE
This item shall include all clearing, grubbing and general site preparation work on any areas affected by the project.  The work shall consist of the cutting and disposal of trees, tree stumps, brush, snags, logs, trash and combustible or compressible debris from all areas where fill material is to be placed.  It shall include the cutting and disposal of trees and vegetative growth from access roads and other areas incidental to construction for whatever reasons.  It shall include the construction and/or reconstruction of any roads necessary for access to any portion of the project work area.  Site preparation shall further include the complete removal and disposal of all trash, garbage, scraps and debris located within the project limits.

PROCEDURE


Project Limits:  The limits of the areas to be worked shall be marked by stakes, flags, and/or other suitable methods.  Site preparation shall be strictly limited to the areas shown on the drawings, unless otherwise directed by the Inspector.  The Contractor shall incorporate any adjacent areas reasonably necessary to perform the work when directed to do so by the Inspector.



Soft Soil Conditions:  The Contractor shall remove soft soils or compressible materials present in work areas as directed by the Inspector before fill placement begins, or during construction of surface drainage facilities.  Where soft soils have been removed, the Contractor shall backfill to the necessary lines and grades with materials approved by the Inspector before beginning construction in that area.



Disposal:  The materials which are cleared, grubbed, stripped or otherwise included as part of this work shall be removed outside of the limits of construction or removed from the site to disposal areas selected by the Contractor and approved by the Inspector.  Procedures for burning shall comply with all State and Local regulations concerning burning.  Creosote treated timbers shall not be burned.  Burying of materials shall be permissible, provided a minimum of 2 feet of natural soil fill is placed over the buried materials and provided that the concentration of brush and trees to be buried in any one area is not excessive.  Trees having a diameter of 6” or larger, which will not be used for pulpwood or saw timber, shall be cut to firewood length and neatly placed in an approved location within the project area.  Borrow and disposal sites must be within the project limits and structures, debris, etc. are to be buried in the project area or hauled to an approved landfill.  The Inspector shall approve all areas designated for burial of any cleared and grubbed material prior to placement.


The contractor shall comply with all regulations governing storm water discharges from construction activities.  The contractor shall implement and erosion and sediment control plan through out the duration of construction activities.  The contractor shall obtain from the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality a general permit (see attached permit application and instructions in Appendix A) for storm water discharges from construction activities prior to the start of construction.  A copy of the approved permit shall be submitted to the DMME.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  Measurement for SITE PREPARATION shall be on a Unit Price per Acre basis for all work accepted and approved by the Agency.



Payment:  Payment shall be based upon the actual quantity of work performed and the Unit Price listed on the Bid Schedule.  Payment as specified shall be full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
