SOIL COVER
SCOPE
This item shall consist of the loading, transportation, stockpiling (if necessary), and proper application of acceptable soil cover material.  This material shall be taken from commercial sources or areas designated as soil cover borrow areas by the Agency.

MATERIAL
Soil cover material shall be selected material that shall be of suitable pH for a seedbed.  Soil cover shall consist of loose, friable material that is reasonably free of refuse, stumps, roots, rocks, brush, weeds and any other material which might prevent the formation of a suitable seedbed.  Soil cover shall not contain an excessive amount of objectionable weeds of rhizomes.



Material shall be borrowed only from areas that have been approved by the Agency.  Rights of Entry must be obtained from the landowners prior to disturbance.

Work shall include:

Clearing and grubbing of the borrow area.

Necessary cross sections or mapping to define the pre-excavation groundline for volume measurements, if necessary.

Excavation of suitable soil cover material.

Transportation and stock-piling, if necessary, from point of removal to point of final use.

Placing, shaping and finishing of all areas that require soil cover material.

Final cross sections or mapping which duplicates the beginning surveying, for the calculation of the volume of material.

Regrading the borrow area to blend with adjacent terrain and to restore natural drainage.

Revegetation of the borrow area.

The Contractor is cautioned that no separate payment shall be made for stockpiling of soil cover material that may be required due to construction sequence or scheduling.

Any soil cover material that is stockpiled shall be seeded with a temporary seed mixture if it is anticipated that it will be in place longer than 14 days.  No additional payment shall be made for temporary seeding.

Soil cover material shall be spread to a minimum thickness of 12 inches, unless otherwise directed by the plans or Inspector.  The soil cover shall be finish graded in a manner to avoid rapid runoff.  Excessive compaction of the soil cover shall be avoided.  All final graded slopes shall be free of large stones.

Debris and sediment from silt structures shall not be spread as soil cover until the materials have been sufficiently dewatered and approved by the Inspector.  The Agency reserves the right to reject any or all material from silt structure clean-out as unacceptable for use as soil cover.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for SOIL COVER shall be the bank Cubic Yards of suitable material removed, transported and placed as directed and approved by the Agency.


Payment for SOIL COVER shall be the result of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the actual Cubic Yards of material accepted and approved by the Agency.  Payment shall be full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals required to complete the work.
