STEEL PIPE
SCOPE
This item covers the installation of 2‑inch diameter steel vent pipes in all shaft closures and the installation of a 6‑inch diameter well pipe in the specific shafts shown on the Drawings.

MATERIAL
Pipe used for steel vent and well pipe shall be galvanized, seamless, steel pipe meeting the requirements of ASTM A‑120.  Thickness of the 2‑inch vent pipe shall be Schedule 80 (extra strong).  Thickness of the 6‑inch well pipe shall be Schedule 40.

PROCEDURE
The vent pipes shall extend a minimum of 3 inches below the reinforced concrete slab, where applicable, and shall be positioned within the slab reinforcement prior to concrete placement.  The well pipe shall extend to the bottom of the shaft as shown on the Drawings.  The Contractor shall take care in placing and compacting earth backfill around the pipes so as not to damage or change the alignment of the pipes.  The top of the pipes shall extend approximately 2 feet above the earth backfill.  The top of each vent pipe shall be threaded and fitted with a 180 degree close turn bend as detailed on the Drawings.  The top of the well pipe shall be threaded and fitted with a bolted flange assembly as detailed on the Drawings.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement:  The VENT PIPES shall be measured for payment individually.  The WELL PIPE shall be measured for payment as Lump Sum.


Payment:  Payment for VENT PIPE shall be the product of the Unit Price entered on the Bid Schedule and the Actual Quantity (number) of pipes installed.  Payment for WELL PIPE shall be the Lump Sum price entered on the Bid Schedule.  Payment as specified shall be full compensation for all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified.
