TREE PLANTING
SCOPE
This item shall consist of planting the specified tree species in the areas designated in the Plans and Drawings and as directed by the Agency.

MATERIALS
Tree seedlings shall be either Black Alder, White Pine, Chinese Chestnut or Sawtooth Oak species.  Tree seedlings shall be obtained from the appropriate sources (State or licensed commercial nurseries).  Tree seedlings shall be protected by the Contractor from extreme temperatures or other detrimental conditions until time of planting.  Tree seedlings that have died or appear to be dying shall not be planted.

PROCEDURE
Tree seedlings shall be planted at a rate of 675 total trees per acre.  An equal number of three selected species shall be used.

The total number of trees per acre (675) corresponds roughly to planting tree seedlings on 8 foot offset centers.  The preferred planting time is directly following the Spring thaw.  The seedlings may be planted by hand or machine, whichever is most feasible for the Contractor.

If circumstances arise that prevent prompt planting of the tree seedlings, care must be taken to keep the seedlings healthy, such as heeling‑in the bundles in soil.  Adequate shade and water must be provided for the stored seedlings.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT


Measurement for TREE PLANTING shall be to the nearest bundle of 100 tree seedlings planted and accepted by the Agency.


Payment for TREE PLANTING shall be the result of the Unit Price per 100 count bundle entered on the Bid Schedule and the actual quantity accepted and approved by the Agency.  Payment shall constitute full compensation for all labor, material, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
