Mine Division Chief Randy Moore says this option in certification meets a long-time goal of the 

department. “We want to help our miners by having a more efficient and user friendly examination 

process in place. Our hope is that this is more convenient and accessible and takes less time. And, we’d 

like to continue to expand this program with Mountain Empire Community College throughout the 

Commonwealth.”
