c) The commercial use or sale of coal to be extracted during exploration operations must receive prior written approval 
of the Division when the sale or commercial use is for coal testing purposes only. The application  for such approval 
under 4 VAC 25-130-772.14(b)(1) through (4)  and the intended end user’s, broker’s or agent’s statement required 
under 4 VAC 25-130-772.14(b)(2)  must be provided and approved by the Division prior to land disturbing activities 
under the coal exploration notice.
